· ZHB denied Maple Inn expansion request

· ZHB granted Honey Brook Woodworking (Levi Stoltzfus) variance request for screening and expansion of non-conforming use and special exception to cross flood hazard/denied variance for dust collector placement

Public Comment.  None.

Emmanuel Stoltzfus subdivision (final plan).  The applicant was not present.  The Board granted waivers at its August 13, 2003 meeting.

Motion by Michal Jany, seconded by Don Johnson, to approve the final subdivision plan of Emmanuel B. Stoltzfus (160 N Birdell Road, TPN 22-8-17) on plans drawn by Stapleton and Leisey dated May 28, 2003, last revised August 18, 2003, project #2003-13, under the condition the applicant shall comply with the outstanding items contained in the Township Engineer’s letter of August 25, 2003.  All in favor.  Motion carries.

Jacob Lantz subdivision waiver request.  The subdivision encompasses three existing lots:  Morgantown Road (TPN 22-4-60.1 & 22-4-61) and White School Road (TPN 22-5-1).  No new construction is planned.  The applicant requests waivers from the SALDO.

Motion by Michal Jany, seconded by Don Johnson, to grant the following waivers to the Jacob Lantz subdivision on plans drawn by Stapleton & Leisey dated July 25, 2003:

1. Section 502.D.1.b requiring 2’ contours

2. Section 502.D.1.c.(3)
requiring delineation of wetlands, except the applicant shall perform a delineation in the entire access strip of lot #2, and extending beyond the access strip in the shape of an arc, centered at the western most point of the access strip, for a distance of 100’, to include the southwestern most corner of lot #3.

3. Section 502.E requiring a stormwater management plan.

4. Section 621 requiring monuments, except the applicant shall set monuments along White School Road and Morgantown Road and pin the remaining lot corners.

All in favor.  Motion carries.

David McElhenny subdivision (final plan).  The applicant was present and was represented by Dave Beideman and John Fosnacht, Esq.  The Board previously granted waivers at its May 9, 2003 meeting.

The applicant requested the requirement for financial security be waived until the time of building permit.  The Board was unwilling to completely waive the requirement, but did authorize the applicant to phase the plan and post only that security for the phase being recorded.

Motion by Michal Jany, seconded by Don Johnson, to approve the McElhenny subdivision plan drawn by Beideman Associates dated March 11, 2003, last revised by Commonwealth Engineers on 8/12/03, under the condition the applicant comply with the issues set forth in the Township Engineer’s letter of August 25, 2003, and further that the applicant may submit a phased plan showing only one lot in the phase, and post security for just that phase.

The applicant agreed to the conditions as set forth in the motion.  All in favor.  Motion carries.

Turkey Hill Minit Market variance application.  The lot is at 3026 Horseshoe Pike (TPN 22-8-77.1A).  The applicant submitted a land development plan to add another pump (two total), replace the canopy and perform parking lot improvements such as resurfacing and adding vertical curb.  The applicant’s plan conformed to the zoning ordinance, however the Township requested the pumps be kept at their original location—which encroaches 9 feet into the setback—because the distance from the pumps to the parking spaces in front of the building provides greater separation.  The applicant agreed, thereby triggering the need for a variance.

The applicant separately requests a variance to place its sign within 3 feet of the right-of-way rather than the required 15 feet.

Motion by Michal Jany, seconded by Don Johnson, to support the variance application of Turkey Hill Minit Market to allow encroachment of the gas pump(s) and canopy into the required setback and to support the variance to allow the proposed sign to encroach into the required setback.  All in favor.  Motion carries.

Motion by Don Johnson, seconded by Michal Jany to grant the waiver requests to the following sections of the SALDO for the final land development plan:

1. Section 405 requiring preliminary plan action

2. Section 502.B.3 requiring sewage facilities planning modules

3. Section 612 requiring a traffic study

All in favor.  Motion carries.

Motion by Don Johnson, seconded by Michal Jany, to approve the final land development plan of Turkey Hill Minit Market drawn by Light-Heigel Associates dated 4/28/03, last revised 7/29/03, and under the conditions the applicant is granted the requested variances and complies with the issues set forth in the Township Engineer’s letter of June 20, 2003.  All in favor.  Motion carries.

Joe Budis special exception.  The lot is on Walnut Road.  The lot is 5.8 acres, with 3.3 acres in the Boro (TPN 12-2-29) and 2.5 acres in the Township.  When this lot was subdivided in 1982 the County apparently erred in assigning a tax parcel, as the Township portion is not listed separately.  The applicant has applied for a special exception to cross the flood hazard district across the 50 foot access strip from Walnut Road.  The applicant intends to build 35 apartments on the Boro portion and a single family detached dwelling on the Township portion.  The Planning Commission first discussed this plan in December 2002.

The applicant was present and represented by John Carnes, Esq. and Fran Digian, PE.  The applicant’s engineer submitted information to disprove the flood hazard, however the Township Engineer’s review letter of September 9, 2003 did not confirm the theory and requested more information.

The Board raised several issues with the applicant which will need addressed during land development, if the applicant is successful in gaining the special exception:

· A spring feeds neighboring ponds downstream of the lot, and the Board does not want the source disrupted.

· Stormwater run-off from the Boro and neighboring lots can be severe, and the applicant will have to take extraordinary measures to control the problem.

· A sewer manhole located on the access strip is elevated and may require substantial effort to make it work with road elevations.

· Any proposed home occupation for the single family dwelling must conform to the zoning ordinance.

· The Township wants the applicant to ensure the County tax records are fixed to reflect the municipal split.

Motion by Michal Jany to take no position on the special exception application of Joe Budis to cross the flood hazard district with a private street.  Motion fails for lack of a second.

Motion by Don Johnson to oppose the special exception application of Joe Budis to cross the flood hazard district with a private street.  Motion fails for lack of a second.

Any Other Matter.

· Honey Brook YMCA’s Harmony Day Run.  The Board discussed a late request to conduct an out-and-back, 5K run starting at the elementary school and proceeding down Mill Road.  The Board approved the run, but directed there be no road closures and no municipal personnel involved in the event.

· Snowblower.  Don Johnson requested the Board consider purchase of a snow blower (approximately $4,000) to help clear snow from cul-de-sac’s.  The Township Manager will provide budget information during the budget process to the Board.  No action taken.

The meeting was adjourned at 7:55 p.m.
