Honey Brook Estates land development (TPN 22-7-49.1).  The applicant was present, and granted a 60 day extension to the approval deadline via letter dated June 11, 2008 from Mr. Leinhauser.  The Board agreed to defer action.  Mr. Brown informed the applicant that doing so should not infer the Township agreed with the assertions in Mr. Leinhauser’s letter.
RV Industries variance application.  The applicant was present (Mr. Putt) and represented by Jeff Burrell, PE.  The applicant seeks a variance to increase impervious surface on its industrial lot at 584 Poplar Road (TPN 22-3-24) to 60% without the need to acquire development rights.  The applicant cited its 1997 development plan as reason the Board should support the application.
The 1997 plan was originally contemplated in IV phases when the zoning allowance for impervious coverage was 60%.  The applicant sought and received formal approval only through phase II, but contends the stormwater facilities were built to accommodate the anticipated runoff for all IV phases.  After receiving approval the applicant made additional, unauthorized, additions to its lot by adding gravel—under the presumption it was allowed because the stormwater controls were already in place.  The zoning allowance for impervious was set at 50% of lot area in 2003, with the ability to increase to 70% with the purchase of TDR’s to offset the increase.
The Board acknowledged the good works of RV Industries over the years, but also cited the lack of formal approval for the additional improvements and the ability to comply with ordinance requirements through TDR acquisition.
Motion by Lew Wertley, seconded by Don Johnson, to oppose the application.  All in favor.  Motion carries.

J. Daniel Stoltzfus variance application.  The applicant was not present.  The applicant has a non-conforming industrial use and residential use on his lot at 540 White School Road (22-4-81) in the A-Agricultural district.  He seeks to add an addition to his barn and carriage house that would encroach in the side yard setback by 4’.  The addition will also add to his impervious coverage, which already exceeds the limit in the zoning district because of the industrial use.
Motion by Lew Wertley, seconded by Don Johnson, to take no position on the application.  All in favor.  Motion carries.
Trego/Dove minor subdivision plan.  The applicant was represented by William F. Steimer, Architect.  The application is a lot line change between TPN 22-11-43 & 22-11-43.1, both of which contain single family detached dwellings on what is now a common driveway extension of Barron Hill Road.
Motion by Lew Wertley, seconded by Don Johnson, to grant of a waiver to §22-622 & 623 requiring mapping of existing sewage systems and water supply.  All in favor.  Motion carries.
Motion by Lew Wertley, seconded by Don Johnson, to grant final approval of the plan prepared by William F. Steimer and Associates, dated February 6, 2008, last revised May 29, 2008 under the condition the applicant receive a non-building waiver from CCHD.  All in favor.  Motion carries.

Ag easement payments for TPN 22-7-83.  The farmer asked to modify the terms of sale for his ag easement.  Originally he agreed to allow the Township to pay its share of the easement price over 9 installments.  The first installment was paid in March.  He now requests ½ the remainder of the balance.
Motion by Lew Wertley, seconded by Don Johnson, to approve $139,825 now and the remaining balance over the 8 annual installments.  All in favor.  Motion carries.

Mr. Brown will have the solicitor draft the appropriate documentation.

Building contracts.  Motion by Don Johnson, seconded by Lew Wertley, to award the Electrical construction (combined facilities) contract to McCarty & Son in the amount of $235,606.50 accepting alternate #5 & 6 and alternate C & G.

Motion by Lew Wertley, seconded by Don Johnson, to award the Mechanical (HVAC) construction (New Admin Building) to Frey Lutz in the amount of $148,600, declining all alternates.

Motion by Lew Wertley, seconded by Don Johnson, to award the Mechanical (HVAC) construction (New Public Works Building) to B&E Boiler in the amount of $183,500, declining all alternates.

Motion by Lew Wertley, seconded by Don Johnson, to award the Plumbing construction (New Admin Building) to Frey Lutz in the amount of $46,100.

Motion by Lew Wertley, seconded by Don Johnson, to award the Plumbing construction contract (New Public Works Building) to TMI Commercial in the amount of $139,900.
Motion by Lew Wertley, seconded by Don Johnson, to find Altchem Environmental Services, Inc a not responsible bidder based on falsifying statements on the bid documents, a poor reference check and termination from a previous municipal project for unsatisfactory work.  All in favor.  Motion carries.
Motion by Lew Wertley, seconded by Don Johnson, to not accept any bids for alternate ‘B’ since the Township has decided to do excavation itself, and award the GC (New Admin Building) to Uhrig Construction in the amount of $1,364,990, accepting alternates A, E, F & G, AND FURTHER to not accept any bids for alternate #2 since the Township has decided to do excavation itself, and award the GC (New Public Works Building) to Adams-Bickel Construction, Inc., in the amount of $1,755,000 accepting alternate #4.  All in favor.  Motion carries.
Any other matter.  Bill Anderson and Faith Su were present for Longwood Development, also represented by Brian Nagle, Esq.  Mr. Nagle asked the Board via letter dated June 6, 2008 to extend the Township’s approval of the Budis development plan (TPN 22-4-183) for four years from the date of its original suspension, and to defer site improvement escrow until application of building permits.  The purpose of the extension is to keep the plan valid in the event of future ordinance changes.  The plan contemplates 30+ garden apartments in Honey Brook Borough and a single family dwelling in Honey Brook Township.  The access to the apartments runs to Walnut Road in the Township.
Motion by Lew Wertley, seconded by Don Johnson, to grant the time extension under the following conditions:

· The applicant shall reimburse the Township $8500 for a stormsewer pipe under Walnut Road at time of site improvements.

· The applicant shall post site improvement escrow prior to beginning site improvements, not building permits.

· The applicant shall tie in stormwater facilities to the Borough’s new stormsewer, and recrown Walnut Road from the development to the low point near Howe’s as proven necessary after further engineering evaluation to reduce run-off impact onto Walnut Road.

The applicant accepted the conditions.  All in favor.  Motion carries.
