Dallas Ford wavier request (TPN 22-8-68.3D).  Motion by Don Johnson, seconded by Lew Wertley to grant a waiver from land development.  All in favor.  Motion carries.
Ben E. Stoltzfus subdivision.  The applicant was present.  The applicant was granted approval for a subdivision on his property at 973 Twin County Road (TPN 22-3-48) approximately 5 years ago.  The applicant requested the Board extend the approval.
Motion by Lew Wertley, seconded by Don Johnson, to extend the approval.  All in favor.  Motion carries.

Resolution #10-2008—TDR purchase policy.  Motion by Lew Wertley, seconded by Don Johnson, to adopt the resolution.  All in favor.  Motion carries.
Village Greene planning modules.  Motion by Lew Wertley, seconded by Don Johnson, to approve the planning modules.  All in favor.  Motion carries.
Ordinance #138-2008, Non-electoral debt limit.  Tim O’Neill, Esquire, was present to represent the issue.  The ordinance is necessary for the Township to take out a construction loan with DNB First.  Mr. O’Neill reported the Township got terrific terms for its loan, 4.25% fixed for 25 years up to a maximum of $4.3 million.
Motion by Lew Wertley, seconded by Don Johnson, to adopt the ordinance.  All in favor.  Motion carries.

Insurance carrier.  Mr. Brown explained the Township would realize an $11,000 annual cost savings.  Motion by Lew Wertley, seconded by Don Johnson, ratify the choice to change insurance carriers from PIRMA to EMC.  All in favor.  Motion carries.
Hammell settlement agreement.  Mr. Hammell was represented by Chris Schubert, Esq.  Mr. Hammell agreed to drop the court case against the Township to develop all his properties with 193 units.  Mr. Cary explained the agreement consisted of three parts.  A Residential Tract of 130 acres is reserved for future development at the northeast corner of the Township.  The minimum number of lots available to him is 115, with 50% open space required.  The maximum number of lots available is 175.  Mr. Hammell has stated he does not intend to develop for 20 years.

The second part is Agricultural Tracts of 377 acres.  Mr. Hammell agreed to apply for agricultural preservation funding.  The amount he’s offered will determine the ultimate number of units that get built on the Residential Tract.  If he gets totally denied for preservation, the Agricultural Tracts may be subdivided into 9 farms averaging 40 acres in size.
The third part is a worker’s dormitory.  Mr. Hammell may pursue construction of such a dormitory on 2 acres at the rear of TPN 22-4-84.1, bordered by Buchanan, White School and Talbotville Roads, provided he meets all requirements of DEP for sewage and the USDA for labor standards.
Motion by Lew Wertley, seconded by Don Johnson, to approve the agreement as presented.  All in favor.  Motion carries.
